GENERAL CONDITION
3.1.
GENERAL 
3.1.1.
The regulations herein are valid for Icelandic Off-road Competitions.

3.1.2.
Icelandic Off-road Competition is run by an organizing committee approved by the ASN, and, which will hereafter be called Organizers.

.

3.1.3.
The regulations apply from the date of publication until after the prizes have been awarded.
3.2.
DESCRIPTION
3.2.1.
The event shall be carried out in accordance with the program of the event.

3.2.2.
Points will be awarded in accordance with the programme, and the general rules set forth by the ASN.

3.3.
ELIGIBLE VEHICLES
3.3.1.
Vehicles shall be divided into two (2) classes:

3.3.1.a.
Modified street class. (see appendix A)

3.3.1.b.
Unlimited class. (see appendix B).

3.4.
ENTRIES
3.4.1.
Entries shall be made as the organizers entry form.  Changes of entry is subjected to approval of the organizers and shall be made before scrutinizing. 

3.4.2.
No changes may be made to the entries, other than those who are permitted in these regulation.  The enter and may change the vehicle, but subjected to the new car to be in the same class as the one originally entered, until scrutinizing.

3.4.3.
By signature on the entry form, the competitors are bound to accept and obey all decision and juristicion from the organizers and the stewards according to these regulation, subjected to an appeal in writing to LÍA, in accordance with the FIA International Sporting Code, chapter XIII article 181.

3.4.4.
Each team may enter one or more vehicles to the competition.  The maximum number of pit crew for each competitor is eight, plus the driver and his spouse and shall all of those person be registered on the entry form.

3.4.5.
A competitor may only compete on one vehicle and then only in either of the two classes.

3.4.6.
The organizers may enter two drivers for each vehicle.

3.5.
ELIGIBLE COMPETITORS
3.5.1.
The driver must have a valid drivers license applicable for the type of vehicle used.

3.5.2.
Native drivers shall be members of an Auto sportsclub within LÍA.  All drivers shall hold a valid LÍA competitors license or an international ASN competitors license.

3.5.3.
Entries shall be according to the timetable of the event.

3.6.
ENTRY FEES/INSURANCE
3.6.1.
The entry application will only be accepted if accompanied by the total entry fees or by a receipt issued by the entrants ASN. 

3.6.2.
The Organizer carries third party risk insurance only.  All further insurance is at the entrants own determination.

3.6.3.
The entry fee will only be refunded if:

3.6.3.a.
An entry is not accepted.

3.6.3.b.
In the case of the event not taking place or being delayed more than 48 hours. 

3.6.3.c.
To those the organizers seem fit.
3.6.3.d.
If the number of spectators exceeds 490, the entry fee will be refunded by the organizers.

3.6.4.
Each entrant enters at his/hers own risk and must drive accordingly.

3.7.
AMENDMENTS / INTERPRETATION
3.7.1.
The Organizers and Stewards of the Meeting reserve the right to amend the provisions of the present regulations in accordance with Article 66 and Article 141 of the ISC.  The competitors will be informed of any amendments if the need arises.

3.7.2.
Any amendments or additional provisions will be announced by dated and   numbered information bulletins, which will from then-on be an integral part of the present regulations.  These bulletins will be posted on the official notice board and will also as soon as possible be directly communicated to the participants, who must acknowledge receipt by signature, unless this is materially impossible during the running of the event.

3.7.3.
The Stewards of the Meeting are empowered to take a decision on any matter not covered in the present regulations.

3.7.4.
If the present regulations are published in any other language than Icelandic the Icelandic text will be binding.

4.
COMPETITORS OBLIGATIONS
4.1.
DRIVER
4.1.1.
During the running of the event only the driver may drive the vehicle.  Assistants may though sit in the vehicle during repairs in the pit area  during the competition, only the driver is allowed to drive the vehicle.  The mechanics may sit in the drivers seat in the pit area, but only starting the engine.  One mechanic may be registered before the event to drive the vehicle, (but never in the curses or practice area).  The clerk of the course may approve another mechanic to drive the vehicle upon a request.  If the vehicle is driven faster than walking speed, seatbelts and helmet must be worn. 

4.1.2.
Only the driver is allowed in the vehicle during the competition, unless the vehicle is stationary, in emergency or in cooperation with the clerk of the course and the vehicle shall be insured at all times.

4.1.3.        
The driver, team manager or a mechanic shall be at the vehicle at all times during the competition.  

4.1.4.
The drivers of a competing vehicle, during the event, must:

4.1.4.a.
Have a FIA Homologated crash helmet according to Appendix L, Chapter III, Article 1 in the ISC.

4.1.4.b.
Wear a one-piece flame resistant FIA homologated overall with tight fittings around ankles and wrists.

4.1.4.c.
Wear a; woolen or fire-resistant socks and underwear; leather or flame-resistant shoes without holes.

4.1.4.d.
Wear neck support and gloves of approved type.

4.1.4.e.
Wear arm-restrainers of an approved type.  Minimum width (or diameter) of a strap is 20 mm.  If the width form the center of the chair to the roll cage is more than 50 centimeters, arm restrainers are not obligatory.
4.1.5.
The driver of a competing vehicle must at all times wear the safety belt, properly fastened.  Failure to observe this will lead to an exclusion from the event.  The drivers name and blood type must appear on his clothes and/or helmet.

4.1.6.
The organizers or the Stewards of the Meeting, can exclude any driver considered incompetent to carry on the competition.  If a competitor becomes guilty of a dangerous driving, the Organizers or the Stewards of the Meeting may exclude him from the event.

4.1.7.
Competitors shall endeavor to comply with the Officials of the meeting.  The competitors and their assistants shall at all times be civil and behave in such a manner as to cause no damage to the reputation of the event or the sport at large in any way.  Failure to do so may result in exclusion and/or reporting to the competitor(s) National Sporting Authority, who may or may not take punitive action according to the International Sporting Code.

4.1.8.
After a competing site has been selected and the courses have been set out the driving of competition vehicle is prohibited, under pain of exclusion.

4.1.9.
The competitor is responsible that his assistants fulfill the aforementioned articles.  Nonconformity to the regulations or not complying with the Stewards of the Meeting, will be looked upon as the competitor is in neglect and be treated accordingly.

4.1.10.
Drivers and their assistants shall bear distinctive signs to show to which competitor and/or competing vehicle they belong.
4.2.
TEAM MANAGER
4.2.1.1.       Team manager is the representative of the competitor and he is responsible for all members of the team during the competition.
4.2.2.
The team manager is responsible for receipt of all information regarding the competition and that they will be made known to the driver, organizers or others concerned.

4.2.3.
Only the team manager and the driver are allowed to communicate with the organizers of the event.  All disruption from any other member of the team or individuals associated with the team, are subject to penalty, such as fine ore exclusion from the event in repeated infringements.
4.3.
PLATES/NUMBERS/ADVERTISING
4.3.1.
Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertisement to their cars, provided that they: 

4.3.1.a.
Are in accordance with Icelandic laws and FIA regulations on advertising.

4.3.1.b.
Are not likely to give offence.

4.3.1.c.
Do not encroach upon sites reserved for competition plates and numbers.

4.3.1.d.
Do not interfere with the drivers vision or causes danger.

4.3.2.
Plates are the markings, which the organizer places on the vehicle, both advertising and competition numbers.  Each competing vehicle shall have an area on each side, measuring 300 mm in height and 200 mm in width for competition plates. After a vehicle has passed scrutinizing, the driver will be handed the relevant plates to put there.  The Organizers reserve the right to place an advertisement on the bonnet of the car. The maximum size of this will be 300 mm by 200 mm. 

4.3.3.
Any car not in conformity with Article 13.1 will not be allowed to start.

4.4.
STARTING ORDER
4.4.1.
The starting order will be drawn from a pot by the LÍA or it´s representative and published in the time table of the event, or by the latest one hour before drivers briefing.

4.4.2.
Starting order shall be altered between courses in such a manner that the first vehicle will be moved to the rear.  When the number of competitors is greater than the number of courses two vehicles or more may be rotated after each course is completed.  If the same competitor falls to be first in two curses, one more competitor will be moved to the back of the starting order.

5.
JUDGES AND JUDGMENT
5.1.
JUDGES
5.1.1.
There shall be minimum 4 judges of fact at each event and they shall be placed at the curses in coordination with the organizers.

5.1.2.
The Judges shall have completed a seminar held by the ASN.

5.1.3.
The judges will give each competitor points for each course as it is being run.

5.1.4.        The judges must be present at the event one hour before drivers briefing and assist in marking the curses.

5.1.5.
Judges of fact shall not leave the competition site until after protest time limit has passed.

5.2.
REGULAR COURSES
5.2.1.
The highest score for each course is three hundred and fifty (350) points.

5.2.2.
The judges give points according to the vehicles rear wheels and the score markers shall be straight across the course.

5.2.3.
Marking line is the direct line between two sets of score marking or course markings.

5.2.4.
Each course is divided into 4 predefined score zones with markers on which are the numbers 100 on the first one, 200 on the second one and 250 on the 3rd one.  The final gate shall be placed one car length behind the 250 point marking.

5.2.5.
If a vehicle stops in course competitor has one (1) minute to continue. If he is unable to continue under its own power or does roll over, the run of the course is over. 

5.2.6.
If a vehicle stops during a course, but then continues, shall receive a penalty of 10 points, each time this happens, subtracted from total course score.  If the stop is less than 5 seconds, it will not be penalized.

5.2.7.
If a competitor skips a marker gate, the run of the course is over.

5.2.8.
If a competitor stops in a course and unbuckles the safety equipment, the run of the course is over.

5.2.9.
The judges give points according to the vehicles rear wheels and the score markers shall be straight across the course.

5.2.10.
Each competitor may reverse up to one length of his vehicle while on the course.  For each time this is done each judge of fact shall subtract forty (40) points.  These penalty
points include the penalty for stopping.  If a vehicle reverses a longer distance than its length, the run of the course is considered over. The length of the vehicle is defined as the distance between the middle of front and rear tires.

5.2.11.
Courses that demand a competitor reverses whilst on the course, will be specially introduced to competitors.

5.2.12.
Penalties when running a course are as follows and shall not be applied, unless the back wheels go over the marking line. 

5.2.12.a.
Touching a marker - twenty (20) points.

5.2.12.b.
Driving over a marker with the half of the vehicle - fifty (50) points.

5.2.12.c.
Driving through a gate with only one wheel in the course -hundred (100) points.

5.2.12.d.
Penalties in final gate are only fifty (50%) percent.

5.2.12.e.
Gate markers are vertical up to the sky.

5.2.13.
Competitors are not allowed to needlessly damage courses.  Judges of fact shall penalize this behavior by fifty (50) points each time this happens.

5.3.
TIMED COURSES
5.3.1.
A timed course need not necessarily be passable to all competition vehicles.

5.3.2.
If the vehicle stops in a timed course, the driver has one (1) minute to continue.  If not, the course is finished.

5.3.3.
Each competitor can make two attempts for each obstacle in a timed course.

5.3.4.
In a timed course the driving time makes the points.  The timing ends when the endgate is touched and at least one wheel is in the course.  Timing device starts when vehicles front end passes the starting line and stops when vehicles front end passes the finish line
5.3.5.
Points for timed courses are as follows:
1.   300 points     2.   270 points 
3.   250 points     4.   240 points
5.   230 points.    Etc. with 10 points difference.
5.3.6.
Competitors not finishing timed course receive points as a proportion of the lowest time. Also a minus for each marker he touches.

5.3.7.
If none of the competitors finishes the timed course, then points shall be awarded as in a ordinary course.

5.3.8.
No penalties are given for stopping or reversing in a timed course.

5.3.9.
The Organizers shall use at least two sets of ASN approved timing devices on timed course. 

5.3.10.
The Organizers have authority to allow group driving or competition vehicles in timed course before the event.
5.3.11.
Penalties for driving over a gate marker on a timed course are ten (10) points.
5.3.12.
If a competitor foul-starts in timed course his vehicle will be but to the rear, receiving sixty (60) penalty points.

5.3.13.
If a timed course is run in two 50% sections (parallel curses) the time will be added together from both parts.    If a competitor does not finish the first part, he will be allowed to start in the second part, subject to be at the starting line in time for the second part.
6.
THE MAIN EVENT
6.1.
THE MAIN EVENT
6.1.1.
A time control is where time is recorded by timekeepers at the following places:
6.1.2.
At the entry to the competition grounds. 

6.1.3
When a competitor starts in a timed course and finishes.

6.1.4
The time is registered in minutes and seconds.  The time of the Icelandic telecom 155 is the official time.

6.1.5
If the number of competitors in the main competition is more than twenty (20), the organizers may run qualifying curses (see article 6.2)

6.1.6
All competitors drive the same curses, no matter which class.

6.1.6
Competitors are started by a starters flag, or an unmistakable sign is given to the competitor that he is allowed to start.  After the starting sign has been given the competitors have twenty (20) seconds to make an attempt, otherwise the run of the course is over.

6.1.7
The Organizers and the safety observer may cancel a course or courses while the event is being run.  This must be advertised on the official bulletin board as soon as possible.

6.1.8
It is strictly forbidden, under pain of exclusion, to drive a course the opposite direction.

6.1.9
Courses in the main event shall not be less than six (6) and not more than eight (8).

6.1.10
Organizing committee can decide that one course in competition shall be driven according to rules for timed tracks except that points will be given for length/height according to rules of regular courses This shall be specially introduced on a drivers briefing.
6.1.11
Competitors are allowed to repair their competition vehicles during competition according to these regulation, with the limits from the moment a competitor registers on the day of the event and until the competition is finished, it is not permitted to change the main frame of the 
competition vehicle.
6.1.12
When there are made limits, where driver is judged out of course for going over that limits, they shall be marked in obvious way and informed specially on drivers briefing. Competitor is within the course when one tire is within or on that limits sign.
6.2.
QUALIFYING ROUNDS
6.2.1.
When there are more than twenty (20) entries the Organizers may hold a qualifying rounds.

6.2.2.
Those entries with the highest scores from the qualifying rounds will enter the main event.

6.2.3.
Number of courses in the qualifying rounds are decided by the clerk of the course.
6.3.
COURSES
6.3.1.
Courses shall be marked by gates that shall have two colors. There shall always be red color on right gate and white color on left gate trough all courses. Gatemarks shall be seeable to competitors from the competition vehicle. Marks in courses shall be made so that competitors can be in no danger of them.

6.3.2.
The Organizers shall walk through all the courses with the drivers, at least one hour prior to the start of the event. The clerk of the course, course manager or their representative, shall 
inform to the competitor and one service personnel how courses are by walking the courses with them at least one (1) hour before the start. More than one (1) service personnel is not allowed to be in the courses excursion. For braking this regulation will be punished by warning, and money fine for braking it recurrent.
6.3.3.
Each course shall be driven without hesitation and shortest way. Courses shall be made in a way there is no question about witch way is the right way trough it. If course is not driven the shortest way between gates judge of course can judge competitor out of course. Competitor shall have points for the course in percentage of how far he did drive before he went out of the course.
6.3.4.
Reversal courses are not allowed.
6.3.5.
Courses which have water, river, creek or a mudpit shall be specially approved by the ASN safety observer. Armrestrainers shall not be used in those courses.

6.3.6.
The minimum width of course is 4 meters.

6.3.7.
The organizers shall have measuring strings, which are securely fastened on one end, as measuring method to deter, that a course marker is always placed in the same location.

6.3.8.
The minimum points awarded for a course is null (0) points.

6.4.
DRIVERS BRIEFING
6.4.1.
Organizing committee shall have drivers briefing for competitors and teams managers before each competition. The time of meeting is according to the competitions programme. Drivers briefing shall not be sooner than six (6) hours before the start of the competition and not later than it will finish at least one (1) hour before the start of the competition.
6.4.1.a.
All competitors and team managers shall be at this meeting.  For the Organizing committee will come to this meeting the clerk of the course, judge of fact, Stewards of the meeting and ASN safety delegate. The commentator is allowed to be present.
6.4.1.b.
On drivers briefing shall:
6.4.1.c.
Introduce all regulations changes that may have been since last competition.
6.4.1.d.
Introduce the layout of the curses (slides, overviews) and how they should be driven.
6.4.1.e.
Explain and introduction of the method the judges will use and how judgment will be carried out for length/height, stopping, reversing and under which condition the competitor will be judged out of the course etc.
6.4.1.f.
Introduce the allowed driving routes, practice area and other restriction and regulation, during the course of the event.

6.5.
ARRIVAL TO THE COMPETITION

6.5.1.
Time control shall be based at the entrance to the competition. There will staff from Organizing committee check in arriving time of competition vehicles and competitors witch competitor will verify with his signature. Competitor shall file a List of marshals with names and Personal ID number of his service personnel. If a service personnel can not show ID when he is asked he has to pay entrance fee.
6.5.2.
Competitor shall be preset in competition at the time specified in the programme for the event. If competitor attend later than specified time he shall be punished in following way:
6.5.2.a.
For the first sixty (60) minutes, five (5) penalty points for each starting minute.
6.5.2.b.
After that competitor is dismissed from the competition.
6.6.
PARC FERMÉ
6.6.1.
Parc Fermé is an area where the Organizers restrict admittance to all competing cars.  Any repairs or refueling is strictly forbidden in the Parc Férmé.

6.6.2.
In a Parc Fermé the competitors are obliged to obey the orders given by the Organizers and their officials.

6.6.3.
Any infringements of the Parc Fermé regulations can result in exclusion from the event.

6.6.4.
In a Parc Fermé is authorized to fill on fluids, except fuel, and authorized to assist on starting with extra batteries (see 6.6.1.).
6.7.
PIT AREA
6.7.1.
Organizing committee decides a place for each competitor in pit area. It shall be Endeavour to grant needs and wishes of competitors. If more than one vehicle are in the same team they shall assign the team adjoining pit areas.

6.8.
ROUTES AND PRACTICE AREA

6.8.1.
Organizing committee determines the routes between the pits and the curses, which shall be introduced to the competitors at the drivers briefing. It is prohibited to drive the competition cars out side of these routes under pain of fines or exclusion from the event. Under special circumstances it is allowed to drive different routs, but with the permission of the organizers and then conducted with caution. All routes shall be organized in such a way, that there is no danger to the spectators.
6.8.2.
Organizing committee determines practice area, where competitors can test competition vehicles before and during competition. A marshal shall be at the entrance of this practice area and control it in a safe way, regarding number of cars, spectators and to stop the practice if there is any danger.  The marshal will indicate to the drivers in a way introduced at the drivers briefing, when a competitor is supposed to stop and leave the practice area.

The competitors are to be aware of the marshal while practice and follow his orders.
7.
SCRUTINIZING / PENALTIES
7.1.
SCRUTINIZING
7.1.1.
Vehicles scrutinizing will be according to the program.

7.1.2.
A representative of the competitor must be present under pain of the same penalties as stated below regarding turning up for scrutinizing, subject to the same penalty as late arrival. 7.1.3.

7.1.3.
In the scrutinizing the following papers will be examined:

7.1.3.a.
Drivers license.

7.1.3.b.
Club license and competition license. A valid one for this competition must be from the competitions ASN.

7.1.3.c.
Older scrutinizing certificates, (where applicable).

7.1.4.
In addition to this the competition vehicles will be checked against the information given on the entry form and these rules.  If any of the above mentioned papers are missing they can be shown no later than at the start without penalty.

7.1.5.
Vehicles will be brake tested.

7.1.6.
Competitors are obliged to dismantle their equipment at the request of the scrutinizers while scrutinizing.

7.1.7.
If a competitors car does not comply with regulations, the Organizers and Chief scrutinizer can allow time for repairs, up to the start of the first competitor.

7.1.8.
Any vehicle reporting at the scrutinizing area 15:00 minutes exactly to (30:59) minutes after scrutinizing started will be penalized by five (5) points for every started minute over fifteen (15:00).

7.1.9.
Any competitor reporting at the scrutinizing area more than 31:00 minutes late will not be allowed to start. The Stewards of the Meeting can in cases of Force Majure make  an exception from this.

7.2.
SECONDARY SCRUTINIZING
7.2.1.
The organizers and scrutinizers have the right to examine the vehicles at all times during the competition and exclude all cars and drivers from the event.  The items specially under inspection are all safety equipment according to these regulation, brakes, steering and wheels.  Repairs can be instructed on the items not in order according to the scrutinizer.

7.2.2.
At the finish of the event, all vehicles shall go to Parc Fermé, where final scrutinizing will take place, or if a protest is lodged or by the request of the Stewards of the Meeting.

7.2.3.
If a protest is lodged, which requires major dismantling, the protester shall deposit IKR. 30.000,00 for repairs, which is only refunded if the protest is won.  If the protest is judged with out foundation, the protester shall pay all cost from dismantling and repairs, which are caused by the protest according to the Stewards of the Meeting.
8.
RESULTS / PROTESTS / APPEALS
8.1.
RESULTS
8.1.1.
Points are published after each course, total points being the sum of the points for all courses minus extra penalty points.  The competitor with the most points overall is the winner, second is the competitor with the second most points, etc.

8.1.2.
If two or more competitors are equal the prize money is equally divided, but, seating and cups are determined by who has won more courses between them.  If still equal, the winner is the one first getting more points. If still equal the Stewards of the Meeting will roll dice to decide the winner.

8.1.3.
The results will be posted at the official bulletin board and using a result form the ASN.  The results for each course shall as well be published there at the same time.    The representative of ASN shall receive the results, sign them and take a copy to ASN.

8.2.
PROTESTS / APPEALS
8.2.1.
All protests and appeals shall be lodged and handled according to the International Sporting Code, chapter XII.

9.
PRIZES / AWARDS
9.1.
PRIZES / AWARDS
9.1.1.
Prizes are given in both classes (Modified-Streetclass and Unlimited Class according to the program.

9.1.2.
Awards for the most spectacular driving in each class shall be awarded by the Organizer.

9.1.3.
The Organizer must ensure that prize-giving ceremony is open to all competitors.

A.
Appendix A – Modified class
A.1. 
Competition vehicles in Unlimited Class do not have to be legally registered as vehicles, but approved by the ASN.
A.2.
Frame can be built as wanted but it has to be made of steel and have at minimum the same strength as rollcage.

A.3.
Snow chains, meta lwheels and/or metal buckets will always be banned.

A.4
Steering gear shall be according to Appendix C.

A.5.
Rollcage shall be according to Appendix D.

A.6.
An approved four (4) point or more safety harness with quick release locks.
A.7.
Securely fastened and undamaged FIA homologated bucket seat.

A.8.
Towing hook or eye at front and rear. Both shall be in bright and eye-catching color.

A.9.
Electric master switch. It shall be located near driver and connected with a cable line on the right hand side of the back  end of the vehicle.

A.10.
The starting current shall be connected through the brake light switch. For vehicles with automatic transmission it must be ensured that they can only be started in Park and/or Neutral.

A.11.
Securely fastened fuel tank, with a tight cap and secure breathing.

A.12.
If the car is opened with no roof, the roll cage shall be closed on the top with at least two (2) millimeter thick aluminium sheet, one point five (1.5) millimeter steel sheet or equal material with the approval of the ASN.  The sheet may not be smaller than covering the frame of the roll cage and it shall be securely fastened, without harming the strength of the roll cage.  Drilling holes in the roll cage is forbidden.
A.13.
Dry cell battery.

A.14
Rear view mirror made of polished steel.  Glass mirrors not allowed.

A.15.
 All equipment in the vehicle shall be securely fastened.

A.16.
Vehicles shall have blow proof bell housing, transmission shield of at least 10mm thick aluminium (or similar strength material) plate according to Icelandic ASN regulations.
A.17.
The floor under the seat and the drivers feet’s shall be of metal and the floor and/or reinforcement under it shall protect the driver, if the driveshaft or transmission fails under the driver.  The scrutinizer shall inspect this and he can instruct repairs or modification if needed.

A.18.
The radiator, oil cooler and other such equipment shall be outside the drivers compartment.

A.19.
All pipes in the drivers compartment designed to carry fluid shall be of material approved by the ASN and they must be securely fitted, so they do not fail and the fluids make contact with the driver.

A.20.
It is prohibited to place the “nitro” container in the drivers compartment.  The fitting of the “nitro” container shall be made in such a way, that if the valve and/or pipes fail, the content is aimed away from the driver.

A.21.
Rear view from the vehicle must not be obstructed. 
A.22.
All accessories on the main structure of the roll cages is prohibited, including rods, flags and/or other foreign objects.  Everything of this nature is subjected to the approval of the scrutinizers in view of danger of injuries.

A.23.
If any form of aerodynamic wings are on the vehicle, they will be considered as parts of the body of the vehicle and approved by the scrutinizer.  It must be considered that such wings are not dangerous or obstruct the view of the drivers.

A.24.
A fire extinguisher must be fitted in the vehicle within easy reach of the driver and be securely fastened. Fire extinguisher shall be checked by authorized company.

A.25.
Competitor shall have all information’s about the vehicle and its equipment if asked.

A.26.
The noise level from the competition vehicle must not exceed 110dB according to an approved measurement.

A.27.
Body shall have original look, 10% variation of size allowed (height, length and width). Material in body is free. 
A.28.
Driver shall be seated in one side of the vehicle and there shall be room for passenger seat beside the drivers seat.

A.29.
Bucket / Digger tires are banned.
B.
Appendix B – Unlimited Class
B.1.
Competition vehicles in Unlimited Class do not have to be legally registered as vehicles, but approved by the ASN.
B.2.
Frame can be built as wanted but it has to be made of steel and have at minimum the same strength as rollcage.

B.3.
Snow chains, meta lwheels and/or metal buckets will always be banned.

B.4
Steering gear shall be according to Appendix C.

B.5.
Rollcage shall be according to Appendix D.

B.6.
An approved four (4) point or more safety harness with quick release locks.
B.7.
Securely fastened and undamaged FIA homologated bucket seat.

B.8.
Towing hook or eye at front and rear. Both shall be in bright and eye-catching color.

B.9.
Electric master switch. It shall be located near driver and connected with a cable line on the right hand side of the back  end of the vehicle.

B.10.
The starting current shall be connected through the brake light switch. For vehicles with automatic transmission it must be ensured that they can only be started in Park and/or Neutral.

B.11.
Securely fastened fuel tank, with a tight cap and secure breathing.

B.12.
If the car is opened with no roof, the roll cage shall be closed on the top with at least two (2) millimeter thick aluminium sheet, one point five (1.5) millimeter steel sheet or equal material with the approval of the ASN.  The sheet may not be smaller than covering the frame of the roll cage and it shall be securely fastened, without harming the strength of the roll cage.  Drilling holes in the roll cage is forbidden.
B.13.
Dry cell battery.

B.14
Rear view mirror made of polished steel.  Glass mirrors not allowed.

B.15.
 All equipment in the vehicle shall be securely fastened.

B.16.
Vehicles shall have blow proof bell housing, transmission shield of at least 10mm thick aluminium (or similar strength material) plate according to Icelandic ASN regulations.
B.17.
The floor under the seat and the drivers feet’s shall be of metal and the floor and/or reinforcement under it shall protect the driver, if the driveshaft or transmission fails under the driver.  The scrutinizer shall inspect this and he can instruct repairs or modification if needed.

B.18.
The radiator, oil cooler and other such equipment shall be outside the drivers compartment.

B.19.
All pipes in the drivers compartment designed to carry fluid shall be of material approved by the ASN and they must be securely fitted, so they do not fail and the fluids make contact with the driver.

B.20.
It is prohibited to place the “nitro” container in the drivers compartment.  The fitting of the “nitro” container shall be made in such a way, that if the valve and/or pipes fail, the content is aimed away from the driver.

B.21.
Rear view from the vehicle must not be obstructed. 
B.22.
All accessories on the main structure of the roll cages is prohibited, including rods, flags and/or other foreign objects.  Everything of this nature is subjected to the approval of the scrutinizers in view of danger of injuries.

B.23.
If any form of aerodynamic wings are on the vehicle, they will be considered as parts of the body of the vehicle and approved by the scrutinizer.  It must be considered that such wings are not dangerous or obstruct the view of the drivers.

B.24.
A fire extinguisher must be fitted in the vehicle within easy reach of the driver and be securely fastened. Fire extinguisher shall be checked by authorized company.

B.25.
Competitor shall have all information’s about the vehicle and its equipment if asked.

B.26.
The noise level from the competition vehicle must not exceed 110dB according to an approved measurement.
C.
Appendix C - Steering
C.1.
Steering gear must be according to traffic laws and regulations, or according to the regulations set forth   by THE ASN on hydraulic steering:

C.2.
Steering distributor shall be doubled with a built in pump that is, distributor and an emergency pump.

C.3.
Hoses shall be wire threaded with pressured fittings in steel tubes. Hoses on the overflow are allowed to be fastened with hose clamps.

C.4
Hydraulic pump must be securely fastened and the belt placement correct. Pressure in each side of the cylinder shall not be more than 2150/2050 PSI (14.1.-14.8 MPa).

C.5.
 Fluid filter is preferred on the system.

C.6.
Minimum material specifications for the steering cylinder:

C.7.
Steering rod shall be at least 22 mm case hardened steel or 22 mm chromium steel, which has to be re chromium plated after preparation. Minimum standard is DIN 30. Both ends of the steering rods must be threaded for ball joints.

C.8.
Steering cylinder must be made of a seamless steel tube with manufactures information's, numbers etc., visible from the out side.

C.9.
Fluid volume on the steering cylinder must be the same on both sides of the piston.

C.10.
Steering cylinders must be securely fastened. Tie rods are to be fastened to the steering rod with ball joints.

C.11.
Hydraulic steering must be specially scrutinized by the ASN.

Appendix D - Rollcages
D.1.              All rollcages must be according to FIA regulations.  Minimum diameter of tubes must be at least 45 mm X 2,5 mm or 50 x 2.

D.2.              The minimum distance from the top of the drivers crash helmet to top of rollcage shall be at least 10 cm.
D.3.              The mounting points to the frame shall be at least 120 square cm. steel plate welded to the frame and reinforced to the sides. Diagonal member must be mounted from the upper corner of the main bar at the drivers side.
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
